Attendance –Students more than 15 minutes late will not be allowed to participate in class.  They will be allowed to sit and observe.  
Dancers who are observing must be quiet and respectful.   Email Eboni-Heyward@comcast.net to report if a student is going to be 
absent from class.  Please refer to the handbook for detailed attendance information.  Recital dances are being choreographed.  
Please make sure your child attends class each week.    
 
Late pick up/early drop off- The Pointe shares a common area with the daycare next door.  When the school is closed students 
should not enter the building.    Students picked up late or dropped off early are subject to a $3 per minute babysitting fee.  Effective 
immediately we will no longer waive the “first time” lateness fee.  Unfortunately there are too many parents picking their child 
up late to continue with this courtesy. 
 
House Keeping- Students are to clean up behind themselves.  If the dressing room or classroom areas are left in disarray the 
student will have to clean the areas up.  They will have to clean up whether they "made" the mess or not.  The Pointe! is the 
students’ dance home, they should take pride in its appearance.   
 
Uniforms – Students are not permitted to wear head bands, scarves, barrettes, or beads (excessive amounts) in class.  Beads and 
barrettes are a hazard.  All hair should be pulled back.  Students not in proper uniform will not be permitted to participate in class.
